The father waits expectantly for his son’s return.  After having lost all he had, the son comes back as a broken and repentant person.  When the father sees him, he is full of joy and lavishes forgiveness on him.  This drama will continue to playback in the minds of those who saw and heard it.  We pray it takes root in their hearts, so they can know God’s love, forgiveness, and reconciliation for themselves.
